Dear authors, this document is a template for the technical preparation of papers that will be published in a scientific monograph called "Quantitative models in Economics". The paper written in English language should be sent by 30.06.2018. at the e-mail address symopis2018@ekof.bg.ac.rs. 

The paper must comprise the introductory part (which follows immediately above the title of the paper and is not marked with a separate title), the central part - the text (it consists of sections marked with headings and subheadings) and a list of literature (marked with a special title). The conclusion does not stand out as a separate section in the work, according to the technical propositions for the preparation of a scientific monograph. The author's name (which will be cited in the contents of the monograph), abstract, or keywords will not be included in the paper. It is recommended to use this template which is technically arranged according to the instructions.
1. FORMATING THE TEXT
Use the following instructions to format the paper:
Page size: 6.5" x 9.25" (16,51 cm x 23,495 cm).

Margins: 0.79" (2 cm) each.
Title: UPPER CASE, font Times New Roman 14, bold, Center.

Section headings: Numbered, UPPER CASE, font Times New Roman 12, bold, Align Left.
Subheadings: Without numbering, Sentence Case, font Times New Roman 12, bold, Align Left.
Text: Font Times New Roman 11, Line spacing 1. Leave one empty line between the paragraphs in the text, without the first line indentation. The lenght of the paper should be 16 pages, not including literature.

1.2. Specifying tables and figures
Above are the number, then the name of the table or figure (font Times New Roman 11, Italic, Center). Below the table or figure, the entire source is given: Last name, First letter of the name, (year of publication). Title. Place of publication: the publisher, the page number or the Web site used (Font Times New Roman 10, Italic, Justify).
An example of specifying a figure in the text:

1.2. Specifying footnotes
The sources used are found in the footnotes of the bottom of the page in the footnotes - the first name, the first letter of the name (year of publication), the title of the book (book: Italic, if the journal or the proceedings are concerned, the title of the article is in normal letters and the name of the journal or proceedings is in italic style), place of publication: publisher, page number (font Times New Roman 10).

2. REFERENCES
In the references at the end of the paper it is necessary to list only the titles that are cited in the paper, according to the alphabetical order of the author's surname, without numbering. In case of more than one bibliographic unit of the same author, they are sorted by the chronological order of publication. For specifying the references use the same form as for the footnotes: Surname, First letter of the author`s name. (year of publication). Title (book: Italic, if it is a journal or a proceedings, the title of the article is written in normal letters, and the title of the journal, or the proceedings in italic style). Place of publication: Publisher, page numbers in case of journal of proceedings (font Times New Roman 11).
